I write with reference to the above location and further to your submission of a planning application,
Environmental Statement (ES) and Addendum.

In accordance with Regulation 15 of The Planning (Environmental Impact Assessment)
Regulations (Northern Ireland) 1999, Planning Service hereby gives notice in writing of the need
for further environmental information in the form of an Addendum to the ES.

Planning Service is of the opinion that the following further environmental information is reasonably
required to give proper consideration to the likely environmental effects of the proposed development.

Specifically you should give consideration to the following matters:

Natural Heritage/Ecology

Consultation with NIEA Natural Heritage has shown that additional information is required. They
note that Section 9.0.8 of the Terrestrial Ecology Assessment which forms part of the ES refers to the
need for a further Bat Survey. The Department therefore require that you include the Bat Survey
within an Addendum to the ES.

It is also noted that Section 7.0 of the Provisional Fisheries Impact Assessment which forms part of
the ES states that ‘in order to fully assess the potential impacts of this scheme further survey work on
the river will be required...”. Specifically the assessment cites the need for: a comprehensive fish
survey; a full biological survey of the lower river; an electrofishing survey of the river; a lamprey
spawning survey of the lower section of the river; and, a survey of river flow and temperature in the
lower section of the river. The Department therefore requires that the further survey work referred to
at Section 7.0 of the Provisional Fisheries Impact Assessment be included in an Addendum to the ES.
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
